If you are unsure how to answer any question, 
refer to the State’s Instructions, or call your Consultant, or do both. In our experience with annual reports, it is 
always better to ask…than to assume.

Hermon’s new elevette was first put into operation on July 26, 
2006.  It is a 3-stop elevette: goes down to the doctor’s office in 
the basement and up to the library on the second floor. 
 
This project was started almost 2 years previously by looking at 
sister libraries’  handicap access entrances.  Afterwards, 
fundraising started with grant writing, raffles, letters requesting 
donations, ice cream social, etc. 
 
The only change to the library was an enclosed section for the 
elevette.  However, the elevette and machine room needed to be 
where the doctor’s business office was.  Their business office 
was moved across the room creating a larger, brighter office. 
 
An ice cream social was held August 22nd to celebrate the 
elevette.  The road was closed to cars and the Lime Hollow Boys 
entertained with music.  We felt honored to have such a large 
crowd.  Assembylwoman Dede Scozzafava, NCLS Consultant 
Regan DeFranza, County Legislator Stan Morrill, and Mayor 
Gerald Morrill were in attendance.
